Concept

Historical contingencies of time
and place sometimes come together to
create a unique Chronotope — unmistakably
recognizable combination of Zeitgeist and
genius loci. A hundred years ago Weimar
Berlin became a global migration hub, a
multilingual marketplace, exploding with
artistic, technological and social innova-
tion amidst economic crises and decadent
nightlife. For about a decade it was a capital
of Jewish modernism — philosophical
(Scholem, Buber, Benjamin, Bloch), literary
(Doblin, Roth, Byalik, Agnon, Bergelson),
artistic (Lisitsky, Rybak), architectural (Men-
delsohn) and musical (Weill, Eisler).

The aim of the Festival is to create
an immersive experience of the 1920s’
Berlin through the study of historical and
literary sources and to uncover the traces of
Jewish Metropolis still influencing the life of
today's city. The festival program includes
lectures, mini-courses, reading workshops,
thematic field trips and cultural events.
