Held at a retreat center near Moscow, Eshkolot’s Festival focuses on an in-depth
study and careful reading of non-verbal texts — those from within the mediums of cinema,
art and dreams.

The aim of the Festival of Jewish Texts is to expand and promote the opportunity to care-
fully study chosen topics with the inspiration and background of Jewish texts and ideas
kept at the forefront. In this Festival, the world of Midrash shines its light on contemporary
mediums of expression viewing cinema, art and the world of dreams through the lenses of
Jewish text and thought. With a large waiting list of those wishing to participate in the pro-
gram, 75 participants from Moscow, St. Petersburg and other cities throughout the former
Soviet Union were chosen to participate in three parallel tracks — Jewish Textual Study in
the Light of: (1) Cinema, (2) World Art and (3) Dreams and Psychology.

The Festival program includes lectures, workshops and special presentations by scholars
from Russia and Israel, as well as evening “edutainment” programs for more informal study
and networking.
