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With interest sparked by Eshkolot program participants seeking more intensive Jewish
textual study, a cohort of carefully selected young adults (ages 25 to 45) from across the
FSU are taking part in Eshkolot’s newest initiative — a four-day text-based in-depth Jewish
study program focusing on classical Jewish texts.

The Festival program includes four separate tracks led by international and local Jewish
scholars for participants to choose from, study in small group settings, plenary lectures,
socializing and networking.

Beyond the Festival, plans include a strong focus on ongoing follow-up programs to nurture
the creation of a text-based Jewish study community for those who rarely, if ever, participate
in any other form of Jewish life, study or activity.
